Information about PRAO, practical work experience at ISN

(PRAO gives all students in yr 8 an opportunity to get work experience!)
1. PRAO will take place during week 19, May 5 – 9.

2. During this week student’s who risk not getting a grade in Swedish, English and/or Math may come to school for instruction in that/these subject(s). The mentor will inform parents of this alternative..

3. Students are responsible to find their own PRAO placement by April 23. This date is set so that the PRAO place can be approved, and the supervisor can organize tasks for the student.

4. The PRAO supervisor will receive a PRAO report to record the student’s attendance. The supervisor will also have an opportunity to comment on the student’s behavior during the PRAO period. The student will be given a copy of this report to return to the class mentor. If the PRAO report is positive, it may be used as a supplement to the upper secondary school application, or for future employment.

5. To avoid any misunderstanding, students are advised to contact the PRAO supervisor prior to the PRAO period. 

6. Students are responsible for their own food during the PRAO week.A student will only be reimbursed for train coupons to/from PRAO after presenting a receipt.

7. Students who are truant or misbehave during their PRAO period will not be allowed to continue PRAO, nor are they given another PRAO place. They must return to study at ISN. If there are any problems with the PRAO place, contact ISN immediately: 08-718 8309.

8. In the event of illness, a student must immediately inform ISN, and the PRAO supervisor.

9. Since PRAO is a part of the curriculum at ISN, rules are to be respected. Students should be aware that at the PRAO place they also represent ISN. Therefore, as in school, good behavior expected. 

10. After the PRAO, students will be discussing their PRAO period with classmates in school. The mentor will evaluate the PRAO week.
